1. Purpose: This overview gives individual and market-wide insight into the composition and development of the reinsurance program, the insurers retained risk and the reinsurers share at contract and total level, including the associated reinsurance premium paid. The template can be used to evaluate (the quality of) the mitigating effect of the current outgoing reinsurance programme for basic risks and catastrophes in relation to the insurer’s solvency and liquidity positions. It is also used for financial stability purposes.
2. Potential benefits: The benefits for supervisory purposes and policyholder protection come from the fact that reinsurance is the most important measure to mitigate the underwriting risks of the undertaking. A reinsurance program which doesn’t fit well or is not in line with the underwriting risk profile may lead to a direct default of the undertaking. Also it is essential in order to assess and monitor market developments.
3. Potential costs: The costs should be limited as undertakings are expected to hold such information in a treaty register to prepare the statements of accounts and (internal) renewal information. 
4. Application to groups: yes for the financial stability specific information
5. Materiality thresholds: No thresholds for micro-supervision, threshold for financial stability purposes
6. Public disclosure: No

7. Frequency: Annual but in the case of new or cancelled treaties and in the case of material changes in the reinsurance program, J2 should be resubmitted after the first half year as an update.
